Competition Rules:
Eligibility:
1. Each entry must have at least one (1) representative from each of the 
family ministries within GTA:  CFC, SFC, HOLD, YFC & KFC (maximum 20   choir members). 
2. Each CFC Chapter or Cluster may submit more than one entry.
3. Choir may be accompanied by one or more instrumentalists (e.g, band),
      pre-recorded music (e.g., Minus One Instrumental only) or a capella.
4. Band members that plan to sing with the choir will be treated as a
 choir member.
Choral Selection
· One secular song

· One song from CFC Glory book (any version)

         No restrictions on song arrangements

Performance
1. Choir must perform two (2) songs during semi-finals: one secular and 
one song from the CFC Glory book. 
2. Choir will perform one (1) song of their choice during the final competition, same song as in semi-final or an entirely different song.
3. All performances may include choreography by choir members.
4. Three (3) winners will be selected during the semi-finals. These winners will compete in the finals.
5. Printed music may be used by choir members during performances
Time Limit
 Each group will be allotted a maximum of fifteen (15) minutes to perform the 
two required selections. Timing will begin at the start of the first selection.  Additional time may be allotted to each group depending on the number of groups who will be competing.  Choirs will be notified in advance of the competition if additional time will be granted.
